What are 
digital 
badges

• Granular collection of acquired 

skills, competencies and 

knowledge 

• Both formal and informal learning 

activities

• Badges can be collected from multiple 

sources, on and off-line, into a badge 

wallet

• Display skills and achievements on 

social networking profiles, job sites, 

e-portfolio, websites, etc

• Verifiable against inherent 

metadata links back to the issuer, 

criteria and verifying evidence

• Can be verified for both 

authenticity and for the learning 

activity that they represent
